Finance Report:

Consider the finance report as at 21st April 2017 - Resolution to approve payment of accounts as listed on the attached schedule.  
Proposed Cllr Mrs McClure, Seconded Cllr Armstrong. All in favour.
Year End Finances

The Clerk reported that we have ended the financial year ending 31/03/2017 within budget and will have a surplus in region of £2k to be transferred to reserves.  Clerk/RFO is in process of finalising year end to be submitted for Internal Audit May 2017 for approval at June meeting.

RENEWAL OF PARISH INSURANCE POLICY:- Parish Council Policy due for renewal with Aon on 01/06/2017. Renewal offer is less than previous 3 years long term agreement and policy now has unspecified play equipment which is much easier to administer for changes.
Clerk has sent schedule of insurance and asset register to Zurich insurance to obtain quote – but quote not received in time for this meeting. 

As per Insurance Act 2016 We are required to carry out a duty of “Fair Presentation”, which includes full disclosure of every material circumstance that we know or ought to know and clear presentation of our requirements.  Clerk is happy that this has been completed as per quote with Zurich and in connection of renewal information for Aon Policy.

AGREED: Members agreed to renew the existing policy with Aon on basis of providing value for money and easy efficient administration.
Proposed Cllr Mrs McClure, Seconded Cllr Armstrong, all in favour.
STAGING DATE PROCEDURES – WORKPLACE PENSION.
Staging 01/05/2017 - Noted that members wish to appoint NEST scheme as our choice of provider as agreed at meeting on 19th October 2016 and confirmation that formal invitation will be sent to clerk on staging date 01/05/2017. Clerk confirmed she will not be asking to join the scheme as clerk is not entitled to Auto-enrolment; therefore it is recommended that NEST scheme is not set up and activated until an enrolment is required. Procedures regarding offer will be followed and notification of Compliance made within the 5 month period post 1/5/2017
Compliance issues:
Review of transparency / Code for Small Authorities.
Clerk reported our obligations and progress towards compliance. We are now compliant, website to be updated with details of Parish Council assets and land and moving forward procedures are in place to publish and keep up to date all required documents.

Many thanks to Christine Squire for all work she has completed getting website into fit for use and purpose; clerk will take over now on maintaining and updating site.

ENVIRONMENT

New Issues:- 
Members asked Clerk to raise the following issues with LDNPA Enforcement:-

7/2014/5834 Hadwins Group , Lakeland Audi Lindale, Conversion of workshop to showroom
It has been reported to us that a small extension to the rear of the development has been built that was not on the original/amended plans, Lakeland Audi have advised us that the former kitchen/toilet area has been extended to provide a disabled toilet, this was not considered at the time of application, but emerged as a need lat later date.  After referral to their planning consultants, it was completed under “Permitted Development”.  
We do not have a particular objection to this, just seeking clarification that all in in order.
7/2015/5037Hadwins Group White House Workshop 
The Parish Council has received comments about the extent of the floodlights at night at this development, please can you confirm if there were conditions applied about the scope of the lighting scheme.
7/2015/ 5371 Brocka Lindale, Change of use for agricultural barn for residential use.
We note that there is a large amount of rubbish appearing on land belonging to the applicant adjacent to this development.  Members are concerned that waste is being disposed of correctly; the method statement stated that it would be disposed of in a skip adjacent to the development?
ONGOING ISSUES:  
Risk of flooding at Sheepbarrow Close culvert. ACTION:-  Work has been agreed Clerk is following up every month with Howard Lawton from EA, but is unable to obtain a start date from contractors. ONGOING.
Regarding flooding risk at Newton from beck in gardens and maintenance of culvert grid. As a result of site meeting no further progress can be made until protocols are agreed with regard to environmental impact.  Application form for work to be carried out obtained from David Bell CCC, members agreed to wait and monitor issue before proceeding with application. Newton Councillors have monitored and confirmed no issues during heavy rainfall in March 2017.  Matter closed. 
PARISH AREAS:-

Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.
- Slippery path signs at Skittergate- 2 replacement signed ordered.
-Bench by sub-station in recreation ground needs moving and renovating, covered in lichen.  Members agreed that other benches will need facelift/minor repairs. 

ACTION:-Clerk to contact Unpaid Work Team to see if this is a project they could undertake in their workshop programme.
- Planting scheme for woodland area by waterfall.  Funds of £250 allocated from year end surplus at Finance meeting in December 2016. Clerk to contact Andy Bergen for advice on appropriate specimens.
-Brambles on recreation ground banking very overgrown:- Clerk to get quote from SLS for work to be carried out at appropriate time.

- Cllr McClure our representative on Lindale Village Hall committee requested if the Parish Council could provide a post box for them the same as Newton’s.  This was approved. Proposed Cllr Mrs McClure, Seconded Cllr Armstrong, all in favour. Clerk to order another.

Wilkinson Monument: Review in Spring/Summer 2016 
AGREED ACTION:-Members agreed for Clerk to draft Tender advert to be placed in Westmorland Gazette to seek tenders for work required.  Specification needs to be drawn up also.

Footpath to recreation ground – Flood damage  

Funding to repair flood damaged footpath is available via Cumbria Community Foundation, new specification drawn up which builds in resilience for potential future flooding and minimum of two quotes required.  
ACTION:-Clerk to confirm with CCF that they will accept 2 quotes.

Lindale bus shelter- Mrs Sue Lishman reported that slates are loose again on window sills, Cllr McClure will arrange for repair.
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections in Newton-  
Newton Bus shelter - Deferred till Spring /Summer 2017. To be completed by local painter and decorator.   ACTION:-Any suggestion now better weather is here.
Parish Projects :-

Toilets lease - Deed of Easement and Lease have been received from SLDC for approval in respect of Public toilets at Lindale.  ONGOING – 
Clerk reported she has contacted our Solicitor on 23/3/17 to establish progress, she confirmed she has had no response from SLDC legal Department since her last correspondence in October 2016 seeking clarification over Rights of Way agreements.  She has followed up, also District Councillor Holmes is in SLDC Legal Department to see why the process is so slow.
Action: Solicitor has sent invoice for work completed up to date. Discounted rate of £800 plus VAT, members was advised depending how long completed takes; costs could be in region of £1800 plus VAT.  Funds to be transferred from Toilet Maintenance account. Still no response from SLDC Solicitor Bill Mitchell. Clerk to update Cllr Holmes with financial implications of situation and request he advise SLDC Legal Department we will be looking for reimbursement due to their issues and delays.

COMMUNITY PLAN – Leaflets distributed with Lindale Parish Church newsletter and by Parish Councillors in Newton.  Article in Parish newsletters and please encourage residents to respond wherever possible.   Interim results to be available for Annual Parish Meeting.

HYDRO PROJECT: Cllr Squire reported that he has met with new contact from CAfS Phil Davies and has suggested and pre-application request for funding from the Rural Community Energy Fund to cover the initial costs, he was encouraging.  Following this meeting and assessment of viability of project members will be in a position to decide if to proceed with hydro project.
