ENVIRONMENT

New Issues:- Gritting required on Lindale Hill/The Gill. Members raised concerns regarding the lack of gritting on Lindale Hill/The Gill through the village, these has been recent occurrences of heavy traffic through the village during icy conditions following accidents on A590 and resulting diversions. ACTION: Cllr Wearing is to raise the issue with County Highways and get it added to the gritting schedule.

ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:

CCC Highway Faults reports HIMS – Clerk followed up Pothole Faults (High Newton junction village centre, Lindale Hill, Skinner Hill, reported on the online system and requested updates on progress.  All have been inspected but are awaiting repair. ONGOING
Brambles in recreation ground – David Jackson has kindly cleared the brambles on the banking, letter of thanks sent.  He has also offered to remove overcrowded trees in recreation ground, he has now offered to undertake a programme of removing crowns of the brambles during the course of the winter, he then recommends spraying with Troclopyr. He has suggested planting scheme and possible conservation project to attract butterfly’s and other insects which the parish council can consider. ACTION:- Clerk to respond, members are happy to accept his kind offer.
Predator Experience – Letter sent to complainant detailing parish council response.  Cllr Bate reported that he has accepted our response.   Matter closed.
Empty Properties –Jasmine Cottage Newton, reported to SLDC who will investigate and identify owner. Cllr Bate reported that there appears to be some recent activity at the property.  No further action needed at this time.
Visibility of Speed sign - The 30 sign, on the road near Sheepbarrow Close, trees have grown over it. Clerk has reported to hotline. ONGOING

PARISH AREAS:- 

Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.   No issues reported.

Slippery path at Skittergate- Update from Cllr Maynard regarding the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath – Cllr Maynard reported that the work to commence soon.

Wilkinson Monument:  ACTION:-Clerk to place advert in local paper, Grange Now, closing date for responses 28/02/2018.

Parish Benches: It was agreed that it is not appropriate to proceed with project for Community Payback team.  The bench in the worst condition is the large one under trees neat the sub- station in recreation ground, members to move it to more open location and see if it can be cleaned up, if not to be condemned. 
SLDC Inspection report:- No action required.
Repairs to footpath –Grant application £1350 approved September 2017   We can now instruct Mr Crowe to commence work, members agreed to fund balance of Project £1450 from reserves.  Cllr Armstrong was going to do this after December Finance meeting. Update needed.
Newton:- Councillors Bate and Wightman reported that there has been intermittent flooding in the Newton Gardens during bad weather but it has soon cleared.  There are still comments and complaints about the approval of the telecommunications mast at Barrow’s Wife that has gone ahead.
transparency Act and possible application to transparency fund for website updates and new laptop.

Members agreed for clerk to review historical expenditure to see what we can claim for and submit application, we can include historical training costs for managing website to allow clerk self manage to keep up to date in compliance with the Transparency Act. This is in region of £150.  We will also apply for cost of new laptop, software and scanner. Grant to be submitted when Make us Visible confirm estimate for changing website following parish name change.   AGREED: Clerk to submit application as stated. Proposed Cllr Bate and Seconded Cllr Maynard.  All in favour.
