New Issues:- 
Fly tipping on Skinner Hill – Clerk to report to SLDC

Property Naming -  5 Bell Hill Park, Lindale  LA11 6JZ. Occupant  advised Cllr Maynard that the property has been named VILCABAMBA since year 2001. The previous name was MANZEL The map display in the village has shown VILCABAMBA for many years, he recently noticed that the name had been changed to the old name?????   We are unsure how this could have happened when updated.  Will be corrected at future upgrade.

Visibility of Speed sign - The 30 sign, on the road near Sheepbarrow close, trees have grown over it. Clerk has reported to hotline. Ref no W171449672
Predator Experience -Cllr Bate has had concerns expressed about the activities being carried out at the reservoir, (not sure what it entails, but something along the lines on Walking with wolves, encouraging the wolves to howl and participants to howl with them!)

Clerk Response:-  As far as I know the wolves are more "look alike" (Hybrids) than genuine wolves. They are supposed to be quite tame and visitors can literally take them for a walk. They have been licensed through SLDC and some time ago there was a bit of a commotion when they wanted to house some cheetahs .  I do not think they were successful in obtaining a licence for these. Part of the experience with the "wolves" is the howling. I understand it is more leaning to Corporate Groups rather than individuals.    

AGREED:- Members agreed to monitor situation and feedback from locals.
Empty Properties – Cllr Bate has received comments about the deteriorating condition of Jasmine Cottage Newton , claims to  have been empty for 10 years.
ACTION:- Clerk to report to SLDC Empty Property Section.
Arrangement for Autumn litter pick on Sunday 29th October 2017 –Posters displayed, equipment ordered from SLDC, to commence at 2.00 pm starting at respective village halls.  Apologies from Cllr Armstrong, Cllr McClure and Clerk.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
Potholes in the road outside Bank House Cottages, Newton, Lindale Hill and Skittergate all reported but still outstanding. Clerk to follow up.
PARISH AREAS:-

Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.

- Slippery path at Skittergate- Cllr Maynard suggested parish Council consider the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath, adjacent landowner has given consent and he will now obtain quotes.
Bench renovation project- Clerk has established contact with Community Payback Team Manager and he has confirmed that this is a project they would be interested in.  Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Squire to liaise with him regarding meeting up for site visit to assess the project? 
SLDC Inspection report:-  
Repairs to  Footpath to recreation ground – Flood damage  
CCF has approved grant application and award £1350, lowest quote for project is £2800 plus VAT. Members agreed to appoint Ian Crowe as contractor with quote of £2800 plus vat and he confirmed it can be completed in phases if required. 
ACTION:- Members agreed to review financial position in February 2018 and consider funding (Costs of £2800 plus Vat approved with Contractor Ian Crowe and grant received of £1350) shortfall of £1450 for project above grant from potential budget surplus from 2017/18.  ONGOING.
–Rota for parish area inspections: - October Cllr Clarke, November Cllr Armstrong. December Cllr Maynard, January – Cllr Squire.
Lindale bus shelters- Mrs Sue Lishman reported that slates are loose again on window sills, Cllr McClure will arrange for repair.  Windows badly need repainting, clerk to instruct Trevor Bedding to do before winter weather deteriorates.

Pothole repair outstanding, monitor, follow up this and other outstanding reports to CCC Highways Hotline.  
NEWTON PARISH AREAS:-  Cllr Bate reported that he has cleared the beck and culvert grid in the Newton gardens.
Parish PROJECTS:-Toilets lease - Deed of Easement and Lease have been received from SLDC for approval in respect of Public toilets at Lindale and signed by 2 nominated Members and Clerk. Final Fees paid.  Transfer to be made from Toilet Maintenance fund.
COMMUNITY PLAN:  Members approved draft document as compiled by Cllr Squire, Clerk to format final document and circulate to all Councillors for approval. To be published after Parish name change is completed.
HYDRO PROJECT - Update on progress from Cllr Squire regarding completion/submission of application for Pre-development costs to Cumbria Rural Energy Fund. 
Cllr Squire reported that he is ready to submit application, clerk to forward attest account, bank account details and Governance information.  i.e. Standing Orders and Financial regulations.
