New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council:-  

7/2018/5672 Land at Meathop New Bridge, Proposed siting of timber Lodge for occasional residential use.  
Response- Members have serious concerns about the nature of this application setting a precedent for the siting of lodges and do not feel in a position with sufficient policy knowledge to support or comment.  Proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Clarke.  All in favour, Cllr Armstrong abstained.

7/2018/5029 Yew Tree Barn, Windermere Road, Lindale. Proposed detached annex.

Response- Members have no objections in principle of a dwelling being constructed; however there is confusion regarding the description of this fully equipped detached dwelling being defined as an annex.  If it is to be a separate dwelling consideration to highways access and local occupancy should be given.   Proposed Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Clarke, all in favour, expect Cllrs McClure and Armstrong who abstained. 

7/2018/5092 School Hill Cottage, School Hill, Lindale. Proposed single storey double garage and driveway hardstanding.
Response- Supported, recommend approval. Proposed Cllr McClure, Seconded Cllr Clarke, all in favour, Cllr Armstrong abstained.

New Issues:- 
Trees in Newton gardens. Cllr Bate reported on local resident,  Mr S Pye from Rose Cottage concern’s regarding the trees/branches on the railings side, are over-reaching and could be hazardous, also that the well by the garden’s gate should have a locked cover on it.  Members discussed his concerns and clerk to send letter to hopefully put his mind at rest, the well in a trough underneath, not a deep well and work has been done in recent past by our tree surgeons in the gardens.  We will be due another inspection in later this year.  ACTION: Clerk to send letter to reassure Mr Pye.
Tilted lamppost at Lingarth – Clerk reported to HIMS system. Ref W18809135
