PLANNING – Planning Applications TO BE RATIFIED UNDER CLERKS DELEGATED POWERS- 7/2017/5381 Retrospective Planning application for Hadwins (Lindale) Ltd, Lindale, Grange-over-Sands, Cumbria, LA11 6LP Retention of disabled toilet/lean-to extension. Supported, no objections under Clerk’s delegated powers. Ratified at this meeting, proposed Cllr McClure, Seconded Cllr Maynard.  All in favour, Cllr Armstrong abstained.
 New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council:- 7/2017/5464 Land at Barrow Wife, Cartmel Fell LA11 6NZ Installation of a Telecommunications Base Station. Members discussed this application at some length. We know there is very strong opposition to this proposal from local residents living close to the proposed site and we understand their concerns. This is the second application for the proposal in the area of Barrow wife.  We know there have been some changes made, however we still have concerns about the impact on local residents.  Please can you ensure applicant has fully considered all alternative sites, we have concerns about noise from generator, but understand this will only be used in power cuts?  We request that a suitable screening colour is chosen that matches the  skyline on the horizon as “telegraph pole colour” due to size will have severe visual impact.
Application supported -Members who voted to support -4 , Members abstained Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Wightman, none against, Proposed Cllr Clark and Seconded Cllr Bate.

ENVIRONMENT

New Issues:- 
-Sue Lishman has emailed about the path that runs from the school to the park, is very over grown and very hard to work through at the moment.  Unsure who usually maintains this?

- Lakeland Audi have approached us regarding the area of tarmac in front of recreation ground entrance and by bus shelter, they are resurfacing and wondered if we wanted this area included. Clerk is trying to establish if the is our land or County Highways. Have asked for cost estimate as this would tidy up the entrance considerably.
ONGOING ISSUES:  

Risk of flooding at Sheepbarrow Close culvert. ACTION:-  Almost complete, follow up by clerk.  ONGOING.

PARISH AREAS:-

Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.

- Slippery path signs at Skittergate- 2 replacement signed ordered, to be re-ordered, too small.
Bench renovation project- Clerk has established contact with Community Payback Team Manager and he has confirmed that this is a project they would be interested in.  Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Squire to liaise with him regarding meeting up for site visit to assess the project? 
Woodland Area planning scheme: Members agreed not to proceed with tree planting but prefer to plant shrubs.  To purchase locally for spring planting.  Budget of £250 set at Finance for budget planning 2017/18. It is not expected this amount will now be required.
Wilkinson Monument:  Painting deferred. As agreed at last meeting the clerk/Cllr Armstrong are drafting advert for Tender for local paper and specification for the repainting of the monument.
SLDC Inspection report:-  

-Only item outstanding is repairs to footpath caused by flooding. (See below)
Repairs to  Footpath to recreation ground – Flood damage  

CCF has agreed that 2 quotes are acceptable; grant application will now be completed and submitted for September deadline.
–Rota for parish area inspections: -Cllr Squire, June Cllr Clarke, July Cllr Maynard, August Cllr Armstrong, September Cllr Squire, October Cllr Clarke, November Cllr Armstrong.
-Cllr Maynard reported that the resident from Lyndhurst adjacent to the village hall in Lindale has raised concerns that the trees in village hall carpark are starting to cause damage to her boundary wall.  Minor cracking is observed.  Matter referred to Cllr McClure who is Parish Council representative on committee who will take the matter to their next meeting.
Lindale bus shelter- Mrs Sue Lishman reported that slates are loose again on window sills, Cllr McClure will arrange for repair.
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections in Newton-  
Beck is overgrown with weeds and bin needs emptying.  Pothole repair outstanding, monisotr and see if completed by next meeting. ACTION:-Clerk to instruct SLS to clear.

Newton Bus shelter – Clerk liaising with painter. Members agreed for clerk to authorise up to £200 for contract under delegated powers, to be allocated to repairs budget for 2017/18. To be completed end of August/early September.
Parish Projects :-Toilets lease - Deed of Easement and Lease have been received from SLDC for approval in respect of Public toilets at Lindale.  
Lease will now be signed and completion statement received from solicitor.  Charges outstand are at £1200 as we have incurred a much higher level of costs due to problems caused by SLDC legal Gedye and Sons have agreed to cap charges at £500 plus VAT.  To be paid from toilet maintenance fund. Members also confirmed that they do not want to request any land or water and drainage searches as the land and building are known to them after being responsible for it since 2011.
COMMUNITY PLAN : Cllr Squire will summarise responses from questionnaires which will inform new action plan to complete review process by autumn 2017.
HYDRO PROJECT: Cllr Squire reported that he has met with new contact from CAfS Phil Davies and has suggested and pre-application request for funding from the Rural Community Energy Fund to cover the initial costs, he was encouraging.  He is now in contact with representative Rhoda Pringle who will help with application.  It was noted that the proposed plan is to generate electricity to run the village hall as a sustainable community facility; feasibility cannot be investigated further until we are in a position to know if finance will be available.
