Newton Village Hall Committee - 4 Proposal options for structure of committee representatives

ACTION:- Member to agree which option to approve
Committee of Newton of the Village Hall committee.  We hope to discuss and decide at our next meeting on 19 January and as such could I please have the thoughts of the Parish Council asap after your meeting on the 12th.
The options that we discussed are ;
1. Set a maximum limit of trustees as 12. All trustees to be elected with no reserved places. Any vacancies could be filled between AGM’s by persons co-opted. (A member of the Parish Council Parochial Church Council or any other organization within the Area of Benefit whose participation may benefit the Village Hall could be invited as observers).
2 Set a maximum limit as 12 but to include 2 reserved places (one each for Parish Council and Parochial Church Council).
3 As 2. above but if PC and / or PCC do not nominate to fill their reserved place, that place can be filled with an elected member.
4 As Women’s Institute no longer wish to be trustees, increase elected members to 7 and retain 4 reserved places (PC & PCC) with 3 co-opted members.
There was a unanimous agreement that the committee wishes to retain a link to the Parish Council. However, it was noted that for several years the attendance of the nominated councillor at meetings has been either non existent (prior to Geoff) or rather infrequent.  At the moment we are having meetings almost monthly and this could be the position for some time as we are trying to work through lots of business.  As I said in my previous email, we really want some commitment from all our members.  I know that Geoff has a personal interest in the Village Hall but obviously has a very busy work schedule and as such I am not being critical of him. We are posing the same questions to the Parochial Church Council,  although their one representative does attend meetings or occasionally sends their formal apologies. 
 If the PC agrees to retain a link with the committee, but wishes to make this less formal, i.e. not have a reserved place or a councillor stands for election to the committee, we could explore the option of sending invites as an observer and / or sending minutes or relevant extracts from minutes of meetings to the PC via yourself.

FU Jan 21 Has promised response/case planner currently unwell, but will follow up in next wek- ONGOING
Land at Brocka -response from Julie Birkett 

Complaints and concerns about possible commercial development on land at Brocka. The owner had previously advised that the hardstanding was required for agricultural purposes. This would mean that the hard standing was permitted development and did not require an application for planning permission. Site visit- it did not appear that the hardstanding was being used for agricultural purposes. The equipment stored on the area appeared to be connected to the owners building and/or waste service businesses. Letter to the owner asking for a meeting, but he has declined to meet and has again said that the hardstanding is agricultural.  Will now need to discuss the case with David McGowan to see if there is enough information to allege that a breach of planning control has occurred.  Also written to the Environment Agency to see if they have any concerns about the activity. Not received a reply yet.

Once discussed it with David McGowan will be able to confirm whether there is a breach of planning control and, if there is, what action will be taken. - ONGOING

-Lloyds BMW 5 or 6 of the trees planted in respect of Planning Application No 7/2017/5539 have died and related issues.  Visit with Chair deferred until Phil Stott returns to work.

NEW – 
Offer from Archie Workman to restore signs in Newton
Circulated to Councillors and accepted. 
- Proposal from Christine Fildes to investigate possibility of a Community Project to develop an off road footpath from Alnat to Castlehead farm to complete a safe pedestrian route from Lindale to Grange. She has referred to example of similar project at Sawrey, Claife Community Bridleway/footpath which cost £75k and received funding from the National Trust. (details circulated)
ACTION: Members to agree if the wish to investigate further and obtain information about this scheme to assess initial feasibility.

Missing Cartmel Fell  road direction sign High Newton Followed up Aug 2020 W2081011643 . Followed up again November 2020 
Verges/seedlings approach Lindale Windermere Road.
Members raised issues of self-seedlings causing hazard on verge approaching Lingarth from Grange. Particularly hazardous when passing bus.  There are also issues further along Windermere Road in Grange. Clerk to reported via CCC Hotline Aug 20  ref W2081011829 
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.Clerk followed up July 20, still taped up and not repaired, unfortunately this repair is not classed as priority and we have been advised there is no justification to upgrade it’s status. Telephone call from CCC Highways asks us to bear with them. Ongoing.
Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Response from Highways England- They have agreed that the installation of a reflective rebounding bollard with a keep left arrow would be the best solution. They are now in the process of instructing contractor to check that there is room to install this type of bollard, which will then be ordered. No timeline for the installation of the bollard at this time but update to follow as you as soon as available.
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.    CCC agreed for a SLOW sign to be installed. Still outstanding/followed-up by County Cllr Wearing Aug 20. Ongoing.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  
TRO now approved at Grange, this work will be carried out soon, in conjunction with Grange scheme. Confirmation from County Cllr Wearing Aug 20 that this matter is still ongoing, but he remains close to the issues.
Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents.  Requested acknowledged and speed monitoring has been carried out.  
ACTION: Victoria Upton has confirms with extra details matter will be referred back to CRASH group for consideration with the police, meetings currently suspended due to COVID restrictions.  Ongoing.  Followed up August 2020 Victoria will establish if/when CRASH meeting will resume. 

UPDATE – CRASH have ruled they will not take the matter further.

Drawings to illustrate the route and work required. A safe working environment has to be maintained and because of this reason, a road closure will be required.

For health and safety reasons we are not allowed to excavate under dry stone walls.  We will take down the wall and re-built once the supply is in.

These cost have been added to make up your quote.   Total quote is £9181.84 incl VAT £7651.53 Net, plus cost of internal electrical installation and consumer unit to be completed by Electrical contractor NOT ENW

(You could employ your own excavation team to complete the excavation and installation of the required duct in the Recreation Ground. These costs amount to approx. £2,200.   
We always provide our customers with the minimum cost design but this does rely on you installing the required entry duct.  I can discuss alternative options with you and gladly redesign the plan attached if required)
