-Lloyds BMW 5 or 6 of the trees planted in respect of Planning Application No 7/2017/5539 have died and related issues. BMW assure us matter is in hand.
ACTION: - Site visit to be set up by Chair and Phil Stott MD Lloyds BMW Lindale.
-Brocka /Double garage - Alleged breach regarding the size of the new double garage. Photo submitted and request to investigate.

ONGOING MATTERS OUTSTANDING
Lindale Roundabout issues. Resurfacing, marking and speeding
The resurfacing road markings and hatching on the approach to Lindale from Grange have been ordered as part of the Grange TRO ticket, probably Autumn.  The road markings in that area (drive markings Lindale Hill) will of course be replaced after resurfacing work.
Missing Cartmel Fell  road direction sign High Newton Followed up Aug 2020 W2081011643 
Verges/seedlings approach Lindale Windermere Road.
Members raised issues of self-seedlings causing hazard on verge approaching Lingarth from Grange. Particularly hazardous when passing bus.  There are also issues further along Windermere Road in Grange. Clerk to reported via CCC Hotline Aug 20  ref W2081011829 
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.Clerk followed up July 20, still taped up and not repaired, unfortunately this repair is not classed as priority and we have been advised there is no justification to upgrade it’s status. Telephone call from CCC Highways asks us to bear with them. Ongoing.
Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Response from Highways England- They have agreed that the installation of a reflective rebounding bollard with a keep left arrow would be the best solution. They are now in the process of instructing contractor to check that there is room to install this type of bollard, which will then be ordered. No timeline for the installation of the bollard at this time but update to follow as you as soon as available.
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.    CCC agreed for a SLOW sign to be installed. Still outstanding/followed-up by County Cllr Wearing Aug 20. Ongoing.
UPDATE: SLOW sign to be installed in Autumn along with other works.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  TRO now approved at Grange so this work will be carried out soon in conjunction with Grange scheme. Confirmation from County Cllr Wearing Aug 20 that this matter is still ongoing, but he remains close to the issues.
Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents.  Requested acknowledged and speed monitoring has been carried out.  ACTION/AGREED:- Parish Councillors are not satisfied with this response that  NOT an accident hot-spot, Chair will discuss with resident who lives at “accident blackspot” as he has a log of accident history and respond to CCC Highways. Currently Victoria Upton has confirms with extra details matter will be referred back to CRASH group for consideration with the police, meetings currently suspended due to COVID restrictions.  
UPDATE: Not to be taken up by CRASH group, but SLOW sign to be painted on road in Autumn in conjunction with other local works.
PARISH AREAS: -Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections. Rota: 
August Cllr Squire, September Cllr Armstrong and Cllr Winder, October Cllr Squire, November Cllr Maynard. 
Complaint from local resident about grass cutting standards and frequency and bins over flowing.  AGREED: - Members agreed that clerk should contact contractors to highlight concerns and request schedule of cuts and work carried out this season.
OPENING OF PLAY AREA.SKATEBOARD PARK/CAR PARK AND TOILETS
COVID Secure signs and sanitiser are now in place. Cllr Clarke to get announcement  on Lindale Community Facebook Page.
ACTION: Please can members monitor supplies of sanitiser when carrying out inspection rounds.

ACTION: Concerns were raised about the condition of the surface in carpark, lots of pot holes, surface laid within last 2 years. Clerk to contact the contractor that carried out the work.
Members to suggest projects in connection with improvements to public conveniences from SLDC Small Business Grants COVID Grant.
AGREED:- Members unanimously agreed that the entire grant should be spent on the rateable property, 1st suggestion is to consider a Solar Panel scheme to provide a light and heat hot water system together with general refurbishments. Funds of £4k available in Toilet Maintenance Fund. Cllr Maynard to arrange survey by local Solar Scheme installation company.
SLDC Inspection report: -
Basketball back board- Action: - Clerk to purchase thicker board when we are in position to reopen play area, due to storage issues. Replacement board now to be ordered.
NEWTON: - Vacancy for Parish Councillor still vacant.
Newton gardens- Work now completed to satisfaction, however clearing of hedge has revealed other maintenance issues, it is overrun with brambles, beck is chocked with weeds and more work needed cutting back overgrown bushes and trees.  
ACTION: Cllr Wightman has been asked to set up site visit with Orian and neighbours and himself to discuss schedule of work required and obtain quote.
PARISH PROJECTS: 
Closure of Lindale Church  -Update from Cllr Squire
Cllr Squire reported that the group has made significant progress in recent months they now have a board of 8 people, Chairperson, Nicky Wood and have applied for Charitable status as Lindale Community Trust. They are having difficulty setting up a bank account of our own a) because the Charity Commission have a long backlog and we have not yet got a Charity Number b) some banks are not opening any new accounts and others have a long waiting list, typically 3 months.  They have approved grants of £1500 from CCC and £1000 from SLDC. They are working with Mike Darwell an Architect with experience in churches.  Estimate of 1st phase is £13k. The Diocese have promised to fix the roof, dry-rot and rendering also need attention.  A crowdfunding page was set up and Sport England are prepared to match fund £5000.  The fund has almost reached £10000, so the Sport England money is assured.  The website is operational lindalecommunitytrust.org.uk and has a link to the crowdfunding page.

Some funding is available via Heritage Lottery Fund, suggested joining up with Hydro scheme, but deadline is 2/10/20 which is not viable to meet.
