Application 7/2018/5246 Hare Hill Farm, Cartmel Fell -  Proposed extension and alterations.

Application 7/2018/5249 7 School Hill, Lindale - Replace two existing wooden sheds with one slightly larger wood shed. Proposed Cllr Wightman and Seconded McClure, No objections, Cllr Maynard and Cllr Armstrong abstained.
Other planning matters:-
Members requested that the clerk bring the following matters of concern to the attention of LDNPA for investigation.

i)  Alnat Business Park – vegetation screening from main road appears to be dramatically reduced and site is now highly visible. (To submit with photos for comparison.

ii) BMW new Mini development –Plans state retaining of shrubs and trees but they appear to have been obliterated.

iii) Brocka- Please can LDNPA investigate if unauthorised development or breach is taking place. Lots of building material in open view from road near site of Brocka Cave.

iv) Lakeland Audi New showroom – Please can LDNPA investigate lighting scheme approval – highly visible lighting down recreation ground path/adjoining property by bus shelter.
ENVIRONMENT
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES:- Feedback from Litter pick 8/4/2018, successful litter pick, following problem areas are noted.   Farmers waste at Back Road to Tow Tops

(bale wrappers and salt licks etc) to be monitored.
Memorial Bench on Grange Road

Clerk reported that a request had been received from the family of the late John Knowles to erect a memorial bench in his memory opposite their home on Grange Road Lindale on the grass verge.
Clerk to establish contact with CCC Highways regarding procedure for consents.

It was also reported that some local residents had cleared the brambles and overgrown areas on the verge.  Members requested that clerk send a letter of thanks.

Bus shelters Slates need fixing on windowsills.  Clerk reported that Cllr McClure is arranging this.
Slippery path at Skittergate- Update from Cllr Maynard reported that the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath has been completed and is now in place. Awaiting invoice from contractor.

SLDC Inspection report:- No action required.
Repairs to footpath –Grant application £1350 approved September 2017  - Cllr McClure to liaise with contractor and get project started in next few weeks, project  completion report due from CCF who provided grant towards this project. Clerk to request extension until June 2018.
Newton:- Report from Cllrs Bate and Wightman.
Trees and well – Ornamental Gardens. Cllr Wightman reported following site meeting at the Newton well adjacent to the High Newton Gardens members agreed to proceed with the siting of a rawl-bolted grid over the well area to afford local residents peace of mind.  ACTION:- Cllr Wightman to investigate costs and obtain a quote.
Inspection by Bergen’s to be arranged at end of growing season when easy access to trees can be made. ONGOING 

PARISH PROJECTS:-
HYDRO PROJECT

Cllr Squire reported the grant funds of £6600 for pre-development costs have been received.   We have also received from Rural Community Energy Fund all information required for this pre-planning stage, timetable for actions and monthly returns.  Cllr Squire will project manage this project, clerk will keep expenditure log in accordance with terms of the grant on template provided.

Change of Parish Name:-

The clerk reported that confirmation of authority to proceed with name change to Lindale and Newton-in-Cartmel Parish was approved a SLDC meeting  and is effective from 16/4/18.  Clerk has started the process of implementing the change.  A post is now on Parish website, website name  change requested, letters sent to Barclays Bank and Furness Building Society to set in start the process of change., Community Plan Review now to be published in new name. Members agreed name change should be announced at AGM/APM. Process is ongoing.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS:-
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: Cllr Wearing reported on various topical County wide issues.  He confirmed after local District Council elections on 03/05/2018 we will have 2 councillors representing our parish and will be in SLDC Cartmel ward for both Lindale and Newton wards. He thanks Chair for attending the CCC Health and Wellbeing meeting, which has a disappointing turn out and agreed to follow up the long-standing issues of clearing visibility for speed limit sign and Sheepbarrow Close and fixing of bus stop sign at Lingarth.

DISTRICT CLLR HOLMES – Cllr Holmes was unable to attend this would have been his last meeting due to boundary changes in SLDC wards.
