Response to LDNPA: The members of the Council would like to confirm that they have no objection to the building of a dwelling in the grounds of Yew Tree Barn, however they would have liked to see the application stated for a dwelling rather than an “Annex” as that is what it appears to be, also please note they are not comfortable with being responsible for reporting any possible breaches.

New Issues:- Clerk reminded members of the parish spring litter pick on Sunday 8/4/2018 starting 2pm from respective village halls.  Kit ordered from SLDC and article on website and parish news and posters.
Tilted lamppost at Lingarth – Clerk reported to HIMS system. Ref W18809135 

ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:

Broken bus stop post at Lingarth- Cllr Wearing to follow up again with CCC transport Dept.
Trees in Newton gardens and grid over trough outside gardens. Members agreed to site visit prior to the litter pick in view of follow up letter from local resident who has offered to fix cover over trough and has asked for copy of Aboriculturist’s report when trees are next inspected.
CCC Highway Faults reports HIMS – Members reported most pothole appear to have been repaired.

Slippery path at Skittergate- Update from Cllr Maynard regarding the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath – Cllr Maynard reported that the work should commence in next week or so.  Contractor has been delayed due to working away.

Wilkinson Monument:  ACTION:-Clerk has placed advert in local paper, Grange Now, closing date for responses 28/02/2018. Two enquiries made but no tenders submitted to us.  Members agreed to defer at the moment.

Parish Benches: It was agreed that it is not appropriate to proceed with project for Community Payback team.  The bench in the worst condition is the large one under trees neat the sub- station in recreation ground, members to move it to more open location and see if it can be cleaned up, if not to be condemned.  – ACTION:- Site visit to be arranged by several members to assess/action.

Repairs to footpath –Grant application £1350 approved September 2017   We can now instructing Mr Crowe to commence work, but having difficulty in contacting him.  Cllr McClure to follow up again.
