PLANNING REPORT:-

Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting –  None
New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council:-
7/2018/5496 Lindale Inn, Lindale -Proposed Change of use from Public House to car sales and office including demolition and part rebuild, car parking, landscape and drainage work and public amenity area.
Supported Recommend approval.  Comments: Members discussed the application with the applicants, it is noted the parish council have been involved at every stage as this application has progressed and evolved to the application stage.  Members agreed to support the application and recommend approval and request that a landscaping scheme is a condition of the application and to clarify that there will be adequate visitor parking when the site is in use.  Proposed by Cllr Maynard, Seconded By Cllr McClure, all in favour. Cllr Armstrong abstained from voting.
7/2018/5415 BMW Lloyd South Lakes -Proposed extension to BMW showroom Supported, recommend approval.  Comments:- Members agreed to support the application and recommend approval, however comments requesting that the development does not commence until the existing landscaping on the site that has been removed breaching previous consents is rectified.  Proposed by Cllr Clarke, Seconded By Cllr McClure, all in favour. Cllr Armstrong abstained from voting.
Other planning matters:- 

Update on breach issues causing concern reported in April 18 (Brocka and BMW landscaping removal still outstanding.)
LDNPA Development Management Update June 2018 – Paperless planning applications to be viewed via LDNPA planning portal. 

Members from Cartmel Fell PC discuss the issues that are causing them concern, it is not about the changes to the paperless planning consultation as we 1st thought, but issues mainly about breaches in large scale development/s. Cllr Armstrong will attend their next meeting to see if there is any common issues we can join forces regarding to challenge LDNPA.
ENVIRONMENT
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES:- 
BRIDLEWAY DAMAGE - Complaint about trails motorcycles using bridleways at Hollow Lane and Hampsfield causing damage and disruption for other users. ACTION Clerk to refer to LDNPA for guidance.
FLYTIPPING: Several instances of fly tipping reported.  . ACTION Clerk to advise SLDC.
Graffiti and blocked gullies – Cllr Maynard to report via HIMS system, retain ref number and copy Cllr Wearing for information to follow up if required.

Memorial Bench on Grange Road

Cllr Maynard reported that the family strong wish the bench to be located on the Grange Road verge. ACTION: Members approved agreement, duly signed and returned to CCC Highways.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:

CCC Highway Faults reports HIMS – 

- Broken Bus Stop sign  - Bill Wearing advised the bus stop sign will now be mounted on street light standard not replacement post.

- Obscured 30mph sign at Sheepbarrow – Reported 10/10/2017 and followed up 17/4/18 - Still outstand after many, many months, to be relocated. County Cllr Wearing confirms the matter is being dealt with by Highways Manager Victoria Upton.
PARISH AREAS:-
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
- Bridge anti slip surface   ACTION:- Clerk to contact contractors to request wire mesh anti slip covering to be replaced.
- Tree growing in culvert in recreation ground- clerk has contacted contractors to see if they can remove it.   ACTION:- Clerk to follow up with contractors.
- Drainage It was reported that the ground has been boggy between the culvert and the slide; contractor has done some remedial work with new drains as part of the footpath/car park project, situation seems to have improved.
-Bramble rubbish in recreation ground .  ACTION:-  Clerk to try and find another contractor to shred and remove rubbish.

Bus shelters Slates need fixing on windowsills.  Clerk reported that Cllr McClure is arranging this.

SLDC Inspection report:- No issues, bridge hole now repaired.
Trees and well – Ornamental Gardens. Cllr Wightman reported following site meeting at the Newton well adjacent to the High Newton Gardens members agreed to proceed with the siting of a rawl-bolted grid over the well area to afford local residents peace of mind.  ACTION:- Cllr Wightman to investigate costs and obtain a quote. ONGOING.
Tree Inspection carried out by Bergen’s , no issues or concerns. ACTION :-Copy to be sent to local neighbour as requested.
