Members agreed to renew at this premium with new provider after transfer from AON has resulted in reduced premium for equivalent cover.

c)  Report on year end budgets for 2017/18
The Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer reported on the budget expenditure for period ending 31/3/18.  With the exception of a £10 deficit on Auditors fees and £ 225.67 in toilet running costs which is covered by donations from the bonus ball and still leaves a surplus balance from donations to be transferred to the Maintenance fund.  A year end surplus of £1900.00 of which £1450 which was earmarked at the December 2017 Finance meeting has been utilised for the recreation ground footpath and parking upgrade project.  Cllr Armstrong asked a question about the toilet running costs which the clerk was able to answer.
d) Internal Auditor’s Report for year end 31/3/2018
The Clerk/Responsible Financial Officer read the Internal Auditor’s Report from Pamela Brown in respect of period 1/4/17 to 31/3/18.
She found all to be compliant and in order, the clerk had underpaid herself £0.20 in April 2017 also an error in Expenses in September of £15 was overpaid.  The clerk has agreed to reduce her claim for June 2018 by this amount and waive the 20p discrepancy.  This was all noted by members.
e) Review of Effectiveness of Internal/financial controls in accordance with Financial Regulation Requirements and Internal Auditors Report.
Following the internal audit report, the clerks financial report for budgets end 31/3/18,  together with the aspects of the Annual Governance Return  criteria and Financial Controls adopted by the council , members agreed and resolved that all processes, procedures and controls were effective and no further action required.  Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Wightman, all in favour.
f) Approval of Annual Governance and Accounts Return Accounts 2017/18 in respect of Sections 3 Annual Governance and Annual Accounts Return, Commencement of Electors Rights to inspect accounts.  Deadline to be submitted to PFK Littlejohn is 25/6/18.

Members resolved to approve the AGAR for 2017/18.  Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Maynard, all in favour.
GDPr New Legislation wef 25.5.2018
The clerk reported the following to the members of the council:-

As previously reported to the council ,  new Legislation came into effect of 25/5/2018 with regard to the requirements of the new General Data Protection Regulations coming into force.  The new General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) replaces the 1998 Data Protection Act  (DPA) gives individuals more rights and protection regarding how their personal data is used by councils. Local Councils must comply with its requirements. The introduction of the new legislation is NOT affected by Brexit.
GDPR retains the existing legal principles of the Data Protection Act 1998 (DPA) but updates it to take into account digital technology and current global working practices.

What Does it Mean for Local Councils?
Virtually all local councils collect and hold personal information on their members, staff, residents, contractors etc, so it is important to be prepared for the introduction of GDPR. The Information Commissioner’s Office (ICO) recognises that not all organisations will be fully GDPR-compliant by May 2018, but will expect to see strong evidence that any organisation that comes to its attention is taking action to meet GDPR requirements. This means being able to:

1) Demonstrate what work an organisation has done to prepare for and comply with GDPR
The Clerk has been following the NALC guidance which has been ‘slimmed-down’ by CALC to be relevant to Parish Councils.   A lengthy checklist has been completed and there are some minor items to still be clarified.

Action : The Parish Council GDPR Policy and GDPR Privacy notice for the website are ready to and have  been circulated to members for consideration to be approved at next meeting.

2) Outline what has yet to be done, when it will be done and by whom.

The Privacy notices for the Public  and Councillors and staff and contractors/suppliers etc are almost complete and have been circulated and will be considered for to approval at the July parish Council meeting.  These are being provided from the outcomes of the checklist and templates provided by NALC.

No questions at the time, it was noted the council are making good progress to achieve compliance.

Members requested that the clerk bring the following matters of concern to the attention of LDNPA for investigation.

i)  Alnat Business Park – vegetation screening from main road appears to be dramatically reduced and site is now highly visible. (To submit with photos for comparison.

ii) BMW new Mini development –Plans state retaining of shrubs and trees but they appear to have been obliterated.

iii) Brocka- Please can LDNPA investigate if unauthorised development or breach is taking place. Lots of building material in open view from road near site of Brocka Cave.

iv) Lakeland Audi New showroom – Please can LDNPA investigate lighting scheme approval – highly visible lighting down recreation ground path/adjoining property by bus shelter.

ENVIRONMENT
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES:- 
Memorial Bench on Grange Road

Clerk reported that a request had been received from the family of the late John Knowles to erect a memorial bench in his memory opposite their home on Grange Road Lindale on the grass verge.
Clerk to establish contact with CCC Highways regarding procedure for consents.
 : We have received communication from CCC that they cannot enter into an agreement with local residents; the agreement will need to be with the Parish Council.  Members to agree if they wish to approve. AGREED: Members felt it would be more appropriate to have any benches under our responsibility on our own land and Cllr Maynard is to liaise with the family to see if they would consider the location of the bench to be in the recreation ground.

ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:

CCC Highway Faults reports HIMS – 

- Broken Bus Stop sign  - Bill Wearing following up bus stop sign again - Still outstand after many, many months, County Cllr Wearing to  pursue.

- Obscured 30mph sign at Sheepbarrow – Reported 10/10/2017 and followed up 17/4/18 - Still outstand after many, many months. County Cllr Wearing to pursue to see if it can be relocated to a clearer line of vision.
PARISH AREAS:-
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
- NO ENTRY round sign broken down at access from A590 to Windermere Road above Burnbank Farm- Clerk to report to HIMS ref  W1880934054.
- Hole in bridge, see also SLDC inspection report for action to be taken.**
- Tree growing in culvert in recreation ground- clerk to see if it can be removed by our maintenance contractors.

It was reported that the ground has been boggy between the culvert and the slide; contractor has done some remedial work with new drains as part of the footpath/car park project, monitor improvements.

Bus shelters Slates need fixing on windowsills.  Clerk reported that Cllr McClure is arranging this.
Slippery path at Skittergate- Update from Cllr Maynard reported that the installation of a handrail on the steep part of the footpath has been completed and is now in place. Awaiting invoice from contractor.

SLDC Inspection report:- Hole has appeared in plank on bridge. Cllr McClure liaising with Ian Crowe to sort it out, otherwise clerk to contact Baker’s to assess the overall condition of the bridge. ***
Repairs to footpath –Grant application £1350 approved September 2017 - Project now complete, contractor paid.  Project Completion report submitted to grant provider CCF. It was noted the car park area is greatly improved.  Thanks to CCF for grant to be published in parish magazine in July 2018.
Trees and well – Ornamental Gardens. Cllr Wightman reported following site meeting at the Newton well adjacent to the High Newton Gardens members agreed to proceed with the siting of a rawl-bolted grid over the well area to afford local residents peace of mind.  ACTION:- Cllr Wightman to investigate costs and obtain a quote. ONGOING.
Tree Inspection by Bergen’s to be arranged at end of growing season when easy access to trees can be made. ONGOING 

PARISH PROJECTS:-
HYDRO PROJECT

Cllr Squire is project managing this project, clerk will keep expenditure log in accordance with terms of the grant on template provided.  1st Stage payment paid to Teesdale Environmental Consultants and progress report due soon.
Change of Parish Name:-

Process is ongoing. Clerk is currently liaising with Barclays bank and Furness Building Society to change accounts into our new name.  Transfer of our website to new domain name should be complete soon. ONGOING
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS:-
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: Cllr Wearing reported on various topical County wide issues.   He agreed to follow up the long-standing issues of clearing visibility for speed limit sign by asking for it to be relocated at Sheepbarrow Close and fixing of bus stop sign at Lingarth.  The A2B reduced fare travel card for young people is available during the summer period, details on CCC website.   He also advised that the Lindale Village Hall has been awarded County Council funding of £1500 for the installation of a hearing-loop. 
He also requested, please can members also check level of grit bins during parish rounds to ensure they are full for start of winter period.

DISTRICT COUNCILLOR GARDNER: District Cllr Gardner attended her first meeting and met with councillors; she introduced herself and outlined her experiences as a local councillor.
