PLANNING REPORT: -
Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting – None
New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council: -

7/2019 5788 - New local occupancy dwelling, Burnbank Farm, Lindale
AGREED: Members agreed not to support application and recommend refusal and make following comments:  “We consider that the design of a new dwelling in not suitable in this agricultural setting, which includes listed building, some of which are in excess of 400 years old. It has also been brought to our attention that there are historic access agreements in place regarding turning space for exiting the properties within this cluster that will be affected by this proposed dwelling , which is essential, also it will prevent large service vehicles such as refuse and emergency vehicles having room to turn.”

Other planning matters: - 

Paperless Planning consultations -Parish Council has received from LDNPA £250 to assist with how we deal with paperless planning applications.  Clerk will now purchase digital projector, both village halls already have screens and Lindale has projector, so this will be used at Newton Village Hall.

-  Up-date on complaint regarding breaches at BMW garage – No progress despite multiple requests regarding landscaping compliance and associated plans. AGREED: - Clerk to follow up again and strongly reiterate concerns about removal of landscaping and also the light pollution being caused by the site, express concerns that the issues have not been dealt with diligently.  Again, request copy of landscaping plan that was to be submitted by Lloyds. Copy of email to be sent to Stuart Collins Secretary/Company Director at Lloyds BMW Carlisle. 
Brocka, Lindale LDNPA has now correctly identified the location and currently investigating, but no update. ONGOING
FUTURE OF ST PAULS CHURCH BUILDING AND SEARCH FOR JOHN WILKINSON’S GRAVE: -
The Parish Council have received a letter from the Diocese at Carlisle enquiring if we are interested at taking over the church at a peppercorn rent, with responsibility for the building maintenance, repairs and insurance, before they proceed to seek a possible purchaser on the open market.   Cllr Squire has also reported that a group of local enthusiasts and staff from John Moore’s university using sophisticated metal detection and scanning equipment may have located the long-lost coffin of Ironmaster John Wilkinson in the aisle of the church.  There have been a number of informal suggestions in the parish about potential uses of the church.  It was agreed that we need more information regarding the structural condition and cost of any potential repairs before we can make a decision either way.   AGREED: - Clerk to contact Diocese and ask for copy of any structural or investigative reports and costing they hold for condition/repairs for the building.  
ENVIRONMENT: -
-NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: -
- Ivy on recreation ground wall/Sunny Bank Terrace.  Members agreed that there is no immediate risk and will monitor situation regarding the effect of the ivy and will consider spraying later in year.

- Removal of trees at new Vet Surgery site. It has been reported that some trees have been removed from the site. AGREED: - Clerk to contact the Senior Partner Jeremy Voakes from Archway Vets to establish what trees have been removed and why.
 - Green waste and General waste bins at church.  It has been reported these bins are being used but not emptied due to being padlocked.  ACTION:  Cllr Gardner will investigate if contract to collect has been terminated on closure of church and Cllr Armstrong will investigate by contacting church representatives.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
- Blocked culvert -Culvert under the road from Gardens at Newton to other side of old A590 investigations confirm it appears to be blocked due to collapse, Cllr Hart and Cllr Wearing are liaising with CCC Highways Engineer and works team and will report progress.
 Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being places in church flower bins.

Missing waste bin Bell Hill – This bin was apparently removed because it wasn’t used much. Which parish council dispute.  ACTION: - District Cllr Gardner has followed up with SLDC, confirmation needed that access road is private land leased from diocese by bowling club. SLDC and that we require existing bin to be replaced in addition to extra bin.  Cllr Gardner getting information regarding if the extra bin will be chargeable.
PARISH AREAS: -
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.  
Rota:   April – Cllr Maynard, May Cllr Armstrong, June Cllr Squire.  No issues reported.
Audi Parking in Skateboard carpark – Cllr Armstrong reported that former Councillor Bill Woods had advised there was never any formal agreement for them to use 2 car parking spaces.  ACTION:- Clerk to investigate.
SLDC Inspection report: - No issues.

NEWTON: -

Old well by Ornamental Gardens. ACTION: - Quote now available for replacement grid over the covered well. Cost would be £160 plus Vat from Robert Moorhouse.   Members agreed to defer at the moment. ACTION: It was agreed Cllr Wightman will remove the existing grill which is in poor condition.  It was suggested a history board is erected at the site of the well.  Both issues to be revisited. 
- Environmental Board – Newton Gardens- No progress has been made on this for 6 months – matter closed.
PARISH PROJECTS: -
HYDRO PROJECT:  Cllr Squire advised the meeting that the surveys and reports commissioned by TEC Limited confirmed the project could be feasible. Capital costs are expected to be in the region of £16,000 there are no problems regarding crayfish. However the flow would produce more electricity than the village hall uses.  The feed-in tariff is to be discontinued wef 01/04/2019. Archway Vets who are developing the building across the road from waterfall as new practice building are interested in finding our more about the potential hydro scheme, but they are fully committed with their new development at the moment.  He reported all costs covered by grant and £1000 remains as earmarked funds from SLDC grant.  Agreed this item will be deferred at moment and will be put on agenda when we are in a position to progress.
Change of Parish Name: 
HMRC and VAT name change actioned with effect from year end 2019.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS: -
COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: -
County Councillor Wearing reports on various topical matters. It was reported that some residents at bottom of Lindale Hill near old Lindale Inn have requested “no parking/drive clear road markings” be put in place.  The Health and Wellbeing Group have met; there is good feedback about community lunches.  There are plans to produce a newsletter.
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR GARDNER: Cllr Gardner is to follow up Sue Scott at SLDC about litter bin issues. It was clarified there are 3 issues, getting the removed bon from Bell Hill reinstated, getting an extra bin installed in bowling club/war memorial area for dog walkers and to sort out the church waste bins which are padlocked and not being emptied. She will let us have details of the cost of new bin that Lower Holker PC had installed.
