APPROVAL OF MINUTES OF PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD on 20th March 2019. Proposed by Cllr Maynard, Seconded Cllr Wightman, all in favour.  
APOLOGIES: Councillor Armstrong, Cllr Hart , District Councillor Michael Cornah.

CHAIRMAN’S ANNOUNCEMENTS and DECLARATION OF INTERESTS by members:  Cllr Squire confirmed he has invited a representative (Richard Sells) from a Brymbo Heritage Trust, a John Wilkinson historical group to be guest speaker at the Annual Parish Meeting in May 2019.  This should be well received considering recent developments with the search for his final resting place.
Public participation/questions or concerns relating to items on the agenda. –  6 public present.
Ms Karen Lester was the main spokesperson for the group as she had submitted the letter on behalf of concerned residents about the Lindale Inn redevelopment, some other residents present did make contributions to the discussions and other issues emerged during discussions. 

Many points had already been covered at previous meetings, but in response: -
-The Parish Council was able to report that Paul Crewdson from Lakeland Audi had confirmed at a previous parish council meeting the purpose of the building is a hand over area, not a showroom and offices, there will also be cars for sale on the site.
-The Parish Council confirmed agreement is in place to contact Karen Lester whenever we are advised by Lakeland Audi additional information/update about the redevelopment.

- The Parish Council has already established an agreement with LDNPA that we are involved in reserved matters such as lighting, landscaping on this occasion due to level of concerns locally.  It was restated that residents should advise the planning authority direct about their concerns representation as we are only a consultee, we should however be made aware of concerns.

- The Parish Council has been advised demolition is being carried out by professionals who will adhere to Hand Safety legislation, risk assessments and method statement for demolition.

Action points agreed: - 
ACTION: -Clerk to contact Lakeland Audi regarding the light that shines onto the recreation ground path/field to establish its purpose and if it is necessary?
Slippery footpath A local resident wished to report moss on footpath opposite bus shelter in Newton from Bank House towards grange, a member of his family has slipped in wet weather. 

ACTION:  -Clerk reported to CCC HIMS ref W1980964324.  
He also asked if the parish council could consider cleaning and rodding the old covered well adjacent to the gardens. He reported the date on the well is 1893 and it would be nice if it could be refurbished.  He recalled as a child living in Newton over 80 years ago, the well never froze over and households went to the well for their water supply.  This will be discussed by the parish council and discussed as a potential project at a future meeting.
He was also able to advise the council that in 1964 his business was involved in painting the Wilkinson Monument at Lindale with Bitumen at a cost of £14. 4 shillings!  Mr Birch was thanks for his contribution to local history of the parish.

7/2019/5163 (Listed Building Consent application) Proposal: Replacement windows at Greensyke, Newton in Cartmel 

AGREED: - Members supported this application and recommended approval. Proposed by Cllr Maynard, Seconded by Cllr Wightman, all in favour.

Other planning matters: - 

Paperless Planning consultations -Parish Council has received from LDNPA £250 to assist with how we deal with paperless planning applications.  Clerk will now purchase digital projector, both village halls already have screens and Lindale has projector, so this will be used at Newton Village Hall.

-  Up-date on complaint regarding breaches at BMW garage – Landscaping issues have now been agreed by LDNPA following site meeting with Sam Lumb,  Trees and Woodland Advisor for LDNPA, and Phil Stott, Head of Business at Lloyds and Catherine Campbell Area Planner, planting scheme was agreed and site visit made to confirm it has been carried out It was confirmed that carpark lighting is winter hours only for Health and Safety purposes for employees and Ms Campbell confirms they are acceptable and 
matters closed. 
AGREED: - Clerk to follow up again reiterate about the light pollution being caused by the site and seek clarification which part of the site the 6.30 pm deadline for illumination only applies to the car park.
Car parking on Sheepbarrow by Hadwin’s: It has been confirmed by Hadwin’s  that they will not park any further cars on Sheepbarrow and they understand  it will be in breach of planning consents.

Lindale Inn Development – LDNPA have agreed to take into account any comments made by Parish prior to making decision regarding non material amendments, landscaping, lighting etc. This is not a statutory requirement for this part of the process, but in view of number of representations from local residents they will advise us of the above in order for us to submit our comments.
Brocka, Lindale matter closed, site has now been tidied and building materials/rubbish removed.

ENVIRONMENT: -
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: 
-Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents to reduce speed from 50 mph to 40 mph based on evidence of accident hotspot.   Requested acknowledged. 

Parking- Lindale Hill - Further to request by owner of baker’s Rest Request has been made by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19. County Cllr Wearing has reported this will be completed within the next few months.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
- Removal of Briers at Gill – Bergen Arbortech has advised it’s not a complicated operation to carry out a full foliar application of an appropriate Glyphosate-based herbicide at a cost of £482.00 + VAT inclusive of chemicals. 
There wouldn't be any point in doing this until later in the year (late May onwards) because the leaf won't be adequately receptive until the new growth is sufficiently advanced. 

Members have concerns that have been raised about chemicals interfering with the water course at this location.

- Green waste and General waste bins at church.  It has been reported these bins are being used but not emptied due to being padlocked.  

ACTION:  We have now been able to confirm that there is a rota for volunteers to unlock the bins and place out for collection as appropriate.  No further action, matter closed.
- Removal of trees at new Vet Surgery site. It has been reported that some trees have been removed from the site. 
AGREED: - Senior Partner Jeremy Voakes from Archway Vets has responded to clerk’s enquiry with a satisfactory explanation. No further action, matter closed.
- Blocked culvert -Culvert under the road from Gardens at Newton to other side of old A590 investigations confirm it appears to be blocked due to collapse, Cllr Hart and Cllr Wearing are liaising with CCC Highways Engineer and works team and will report progress.

ACTION: Clerk to contact Cllr Hart for a progress update.
 Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being placed in church bins. Missing waste bin Bell Hill – This bin was apparently removed because it wasn’t used much.   No progress despite intervention from District Cllr Gardner and discussion with Susan Scott from SLDC and Cllr Squire about putting a bin on Windermere Road land or by the bus stop.  Ms Scott has apologised; due to administration error no councils were advised that bins were to be removed.
ACTION: Clerk to contact Susan Scott at SLDC for progress report.
