CLERKS REPORT: -Correspondence Received – as per attached schedule. Noted.
Correspondence received since 11th July 2019 – Reported and noted. 
Matters arising from last meeting: -
Damaged bench opposite Audi garage - We have now received pay out from Insurance, clerk to try to recover payment of £40 for clearance and disposing of bench not included with original claim.
Light at Audi garage/Recreation ground area-  Hadwin’s have confirmed that this light is required as a condition of their insurance for security purposes.

Articles for Grange Now: - Deadline missed for this next month.
Marian Jones – Area Ranger LDNPA Central and South East- To discuss access to Ravensbarrow.
Marian is a LDNPA Area Ranger, Park Management Services Rights of Way.  There are 5 District Area Rangers who fulfil the roles of Project and Field Rangers. She attended the Parish Council meeting at her request following a request from a Mr John Daffen who is a member of Ramblers Association who has undertaken a project to create walking trail from grange to Windermere, taking in open-access land and work with the NPA to fill in gaps in the trail. His proposal doesn’t meet much of the criteria for the NPA to assist, she is working on it unofficially and giving him guidance to improve his chances of meeting the NPA’s criteria. The owner of Ravensbarrow would consider a Permitted ROW access over Ravensbarrow, but route would have to be agreed.  
Members agreed that the proposal is a good idea as it would legitimise access that people are already using.  Members agreed support of a site visit to investigate further.  
Finance Report:

PLANNING REPORT: -
Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting – None
New Planning applications received to be considered by Parish Council: - None
Other planning matters: - 
BMW lights Councillors noted Phil Stott’s response regarding their efforts regarding light pollution, and his invitation for members to visit site for a coffee and discussion to discuss any future issues.

Landscaping issues /removal of trees during development. It has increasingly come to our notice and being brought to our attention by our parishioners that existing trees and landscaping is suffering in the course of many developments being undertaken.  Cllr Armstrong has drafted letter to LDNPA which was sent which was approved by members- ACTION: Clerk to submit
ENVIRONMENT: -
NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: NEW
Abandoned car -Green Skoda, Recreation ground car park Lindale.

It has become apparent that the above vehicle has been abandoned approximately 6/8 weeks ago, investigation revealed that car is not taxed and MOT is due to expire 2/8/19.  Cllr Cornah was very helpful in establishing that it met the criteria to report to SLDC to ask them to instigate the abandoned car procedure.  AGREED – It was agreed that clerk report to Sue Scott at SLDC for her to proceed.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
Noxious weed, Japanese Knotweed, on the grass verge at the sewage works on Kendal Road and adjacent field.
Action:-No progress, unable to get any of 3 landowners to take action, all beyond our control or powers. Have advised DEFRA of situation.

Skittergate vegetation clearance is now needed. Action: Have asked SLS at next cut cycle. Dying larch tree on PC owned land between Brooklands and Ivy Howe on Back Road. Brian Sudlow, former PC Chair, informed me that this land is owned by the Parish Council. It once allowed access to water from the Lindale Beck. The larch tree appears to be dying /Has died. It may be infected with Phytopthera, and may need to be removed.  Andrew Hannock has indicated he can remove it as part of work at the Coppice if that is approved, as a stand-alone job estimate is £185 plus VAT. 

ACTION:- Members agreed not to proceed as it sets precedent and  to send letter to the occupier at Brooklands to see what his intensions are, it is holiday house, so unsure if letter will be received.
Overhanding trees Skinner Hill/exit from A590- Reported to HIMS, CCC have stated no risk and suggest we contact Highways Agency if we still have concerns.  

Clerk was unable to find contact details for reporting faults can be found on website.

-Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents to reduce speed from 50 mph to 40 mph based on evidence of accident hotspot.   Request acknowledged.  ONGOING
Action:-Clerk to request Councillor Wearing follow up to establish status of our request.
Parking- Lindale Hill - Further to request by owner of baker’s Rest Request has been made by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19. County Cllr Wearing has reported this will be completed within the next few months. ONGOING
- Removal of Briers at Gill – Bergen Arbortech has advised it’s not a complicated operation to carry out a full foliar application of an appropriate Glyphosate-based herbicide at a cost of £482.00 + VAT inclusive of chemicals. 
Members have concerns that have been raised about chemicals interfering with the water course at this location.  Bergen has confirmed that all products used are non- toxic and approved by environmental services.  Landowner is not willing to contribute to the cost of having the briars professionally removed and he will do his side himself.  
Marian Jones Ranger LDNPA has indicated that there may be some funding available towards our proportion of the costs. i.e. 35% of £482 plus VAT.

Action:- Clerk to follow up funding and advise Bergen Arbotech of the work that is to be completed on our behalf portion of the land.
Additional litter bin/s to alleviate issues by dog fouling being placed in church bins. ACTION: Susan Scott at SLDC has confirmed a new bin will be located at Lingarth near bus stop, use will be monitored and if it is not utilised, it will be removed!

PARISH AREAS: -
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.

Audi Parking in Skateboard carpark – Following letter of complaint, ongoing verbal complaints and letter to Grange Now, there has been much discussion in recent months to establish the origin of the agreement for Audi staff to park in recreation ground to no avail. 
ACTION: -Members agreed that given lack of documentation for the agreement to park, level of complaints and article in Grange Now the parish council need to be seen to take action and revert use of car park for skateboard park and recreation ground users only, Clerk to email Paul Crewdson at Lakeland Audi to advise.

SLDC Inspection report: -
 Basketball back board- This needs to be replaced, clerk has checked if we have one in storage, it has now been confirmed that this has been used and replacement will need to be purchased.  Action:-Clerk to investigate prices/supplier

NEWTON: - No issues, members will try to think of possible candidates to replace Cllr Hart.
PARISH PROJECTS: 
SLDC District Councillor Cornah Local Project grant of £1000 which he announced at AGM will be made available to this parish subject to a suitable project being agreed.  on behalf of First Responders.
Report /feedback from project suggestions: -

Launch of parish newsletter produced by local young people -The suggestion to set up Parish Newsletter run by local young people received no response to the article in the last issue of Grange Now and will not be pursued further.
Community Defibrillator for Newton -It was agreed to investigate further the possibility of providing a Community Defibrillator at Newton Village Hall.  It is estimated that if purchase is made through the London Angels scheme Parish Council will need to contribute approximately £600. Cllr Cornah agreed he would be willing to support partially funding a project of this nature for purchase/installation and training for use in local community in Newton.  ACTION- Clerk to obtain comparison costs from Sue Lishman in conjunction with local First Responders.

Change of Parish Name: 
Only Furness account still to change.  Members will be required to attend, clerk to advise when everything is in place.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS: -
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR CORNAH:

Cllr Cornah reported he had recently attended a meeting held by SLDC about Climate Change, he circulated a short list of priority actions for SLDC, he was delighted to report that the highlight of the meeting was when a 16 year old girl stated that Climate Change issues should be compulsory on the school curriculum.
