PLANNING REPORT: -
Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting – 
7/2019/5455 New local occupancy dwelling.
Burnbank Farm, Lindale.

We responded under Clerk's delegated powers as we are in Summer recess after consultation with members.
The application is NOT SUPPORTED consider that the design of a new dwelling in not suitable in this agricultural setting, which includes listed building, some of which are in excess of 400 years old. 
7/2019/5469 Change of use of egg production unit to B1,B2 and B8 uses 
We responded under Clerk's delegated powers as we are in Summer recess after consultation with members. (This application is in Witherslack PC, it  is on parish boundaries, Witherslack PC submitted no objections)
Wilson House Farm, Kendal Road, Lindale. There is strong opposition for this application for change of use, the proposed use is very general and members feel there is not enough information regarding what its ultimate use could be. The building is in open countryside and is currently used as agricultural business, members do not wish to see and industrial site develop in open countryside on the edge of the village.
AGREED:- Members ratified and approved the decisions submitted. Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Squire, all in favour.
NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS RECEIVED TO BE CONSIDERED BY PARISH COUNCIL:- 7/2019/ 5503 - Erection of a Social Housing / Open Market mixed scheme consisting of 9 houses in total, 3 of which shall be open market properties. Associated access and parking.   Land adjacent to Burnbank Farm, Lindale
Members agreed the following Decision with comments: Application not supported, recommend refusal.  We have the following concerns regarding this application for outline planning permission. We have concerns about access to and from the highway and visibility splays, this is supported by the Highways report who do not support the application. The site is not a site identified and allocated for housing in the Local Plan. The site is in open countryside not windfall or infill site. We understand that the term social housing is not appropriate, we believe the NPA identifies with applications for Local Occupancy Housing, Affordable housing or a combination of both.

7/2019/5481 Change of Use from guest house to Institutional Residence Class C2
Greenacres Country Guest House, Lindale, Grange over Sands
Ann Henderson Principal Of Underley Garden School and representative of Acorn Education and Care will be present at the meeting to answer any questions or concerns.
Copies of emails with representations received by parish council have been circulated to members.
AGREED:- Members supported application, there was considerable concern from local residents about the risks of antisocial behaviour from young people with Emotional and Behavioural issues,  there was much discussion during the meeting and all questions were answered,  the representatives of the applications, Acorn Care and Education assured the meeting that the plan was for the house to be a residential long term home for autistic adults. It was agreed that we ask planning officers to consider imposing a  restriction to prevent change of use within C2 category as a condition of planning approval. This is because a large number of local residents have concerns about the possibility of a future change of use to Residential Children’s Home for Emotional and Behavioural children.  The parish council believe this is a suitable proposal for young autistic adults but we would have concerns about the risk to vulnerable younger residents/children who are at high risk of flight as the property is in close proximity to highway.

It was also agreed a follow up meeting with local residents to introduce the new residents of Greenacres to the community which would help ensure a smooth integration and welcome to the village.  Representatives will also attend a public community meeting on 16/10/19 in Lindale Village Hall about the closure of the church.   
Other planning matters: - 
Landscaping issues /removal of trees during development. It has increasingly come to our notice and being brought to our attention by our parishioners that existing trees and landscaping is suffering in the course of many developments being undertaken.  Cllr Armstrong has drafted letter to LDNPA which was sent which was approved by members- ACTION: Submitted in July but no response prior to this meeting.
ENVIRONMENT: - NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: NEW
SALE OF ST PAUL’S CHURCH 

Mrs Christine Squire announced that she and interested parties would like to arrange a joint public meeting o to discuss the proposed sale of the St Paul’s Church and the ideas that have been put forward for an alternative use to benefit the local community from a heritage perspective.  It was noted that Acorn Care will also attend this community meeting to introduce themselves and some clients to the local community.
Mrs Squire and Cllr Squire will liaise with Acorn Care and Education in the absence of the clerk to arrange this.  Clerk to make hall booking.
ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
Abandoned car -Green Skoda, Recreation ground car park Lindale. The car has now been removed, it belongs to a neighbouring property. Matter Closed.
Noxious weed, Japanese Knotweed, on the grass verge at the sewage works on Kendal Road and adjacent field.
Action:-No progress, unable to get any of 3 landowners to take action, all beyond our control or powers. Have advised EA of situation, as final action to refer back to local authority CCC via County Councillor for action. ONGOING.
Skittergate vegetation clearance is now needed. Action: Have asked SLS at next cut cycle. Completed, matter closed.
-Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents to reduce speed from 50 mph to 40 mph based on evidence of accident hotspot.   Request acknowledged.  Speed monitoring has been carried out. ONGOING
-Parking- Lindale Hill - Further to request by owner of baker’s Rest Request has been made by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19. County Cllr Wearing has reported this will be completed within the next few months. ONGOING
- Removal of Briers at Gill – Bergen Arbortech has advised it’s not a complicated operation to carry out a full foliar application of an appropriate Glyphosate-based herbicide at a cost of £482.00 + VAT inclusive of chemicals. 
Landowner is not willing to contribute to the cost of having the briars professionally removed and he will do his side himself.  
Action:- It was reported that this project will not be eligible for funding from LDNPA as indicated my Ranger Marian Jones. Clerk to advise Bergen Arbotech of the work that is to be completed on our behalf  on Parish Council portion of the land. ONGOING
-Additional litter bin is now in place at Lingarth, use will be monitored so needs to be used by public or it will be removed. Matter closed.
PARISH AREAS: -
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections. Cllr Armstrong reported various minor issues which are in hand. 
Rota: September Cllr Squire, October Cllr Maynard, November Cllr Armstrong.  
Audi Parking in Skateboard carpark – Following letter of complaint, ongoing verbal complaints and letter to Grange Now, there has been much discussion in recent months to establish the origin of the agreement for Audi staff to park in recreation ground to no avail.  Members agreed that given lack of documentation for the agreement to park, level of complaints and article in Grange Now the parish council need to be seen to take action and revert use of car park for skateboard park and recreation ground users only, Clerk advised Paul Crewdson at Lakeland Audi who was very disappointed, he advised us that not all the breaches are Audi staff and he also  found reference in some old notes to an agreement between Audi and Parish Council, the clerk investigated this and found a minute confirming this dated May 2004. Therefore parish council agreed to let the parking arrangements continue, but to monitor breaches closely and advise Paul in a timely manner of any complaints either verbal or written and record details of any vehicles they notice during their weekly inspections of all parish areas then they can establish if it is staff cars or general public. We acknowledge that it is not always Audi, recently we had to instigate the Abandoned vehicle procedures through SLDC for a car that did not move for 6/8 weeks. We hope this will help both parties establish where the problem lies and help determine a way forward.
SLDC Inspection report: -
Basketball back board- Clerk confirmed no board is held in storage and new board will need to be sourced and purchased.  Action:-Clerk to investigate prices/supplier
Trees adjacent to the Coppice – email received asking for some work to be carried out on trees adjacent to his property.  
ACTION: Bergen Arbortech have inspected the area and report as follows:- Following quote from Bergen a site visit was held by Cllr Clarke and Cllr Maynard  who agreed with the occupant John Moffatt to proceed with the work quoted for by Bergen and cost to be split 50:50.  Andy Hancock advised; work to be scheduled for September. 
NEWTON: - Members will try to think of possible candidates to replace Cllr Hart.
Mr and Mrs Thompson who live behind the ornamental gardens in Newton attended the meeting.  For many years they have maintained the laurel hedge in the gardens, however he is no long able to do this and it has become overgrown. The parish council will now need to take responsibility for this.  

AGREED:-It was agreed for clerk to contact SLS to get quote for a cut back and removal and to add it to our annual maintenance schedule.
HNOG- Andy Hancock has carried out routine inspection of trees in garden and has found some trees to be suffering from Ash-dieback and they will need attention in the coming months.  He will monitor and update us about work required and cost when appropriate.
PARISH PROJECTS: 
SLDC District Councillor Cornah Local Project grant of £1000 which he announced at AGM will be made available to this parish subject to a suitable project being agreed.  on behalf of First Responders.
Community Defibrillator for Newton –Newton Village Hall Committee were approached to see if a community defibrillator could be located at the village hall on an outside wall.  They have been provided with details that this will be donated by the Parish Council funded partially by SLDC.  They have requested more information which has been provided.  It is noted that a decision will need to be made by next meeting of Parish Council in case we are unable to take up Cllr Cornah’s offer of his members funding for this project. Clerk to keep in touch with Chairman.

Only Furness account still to change.  Members will be required to attend, clerk to advise when everything is in place.
