The application has been considered by members, we have no objections in principle, but are unable to make reliable recommendation at this stage as Members have raised concerns that the Existing /proposed site plan totally inaccurate and inadequate.

Landscaping issues /removal of trees during development. It has increasingly come to our notice and being brought to our attention by our parishioners that existing trees and landscaping is suffering in the course of many developments being undertaken.  Cllr Armstrong has drafted letter to LDNPA which was sent which was approved by members- ACTION/AGREED: - Response from David McGowan Head of Development LDNPA received which detailed their procedures and policies in dealing with trees and landscaping in planning applications.  Members were disappointed to learn that the planning system does not require trees and planting to be part of all planning applications   Members agreed to respond and raise various other points of concern regarding and circulate to neighbouring parishes in LDNPA ( Broughton East, Witherslack, Cartmel Fell and Staveley with Cartmel)
KESWICK TOWN COUNCIL – Vote of No Confidence in the Chief Officers of the LDNPA AGREED: - Response agreed, Members have requested that clerk respond and advises KTC “that we support their initiative. As a Parish Council we have issues that we are currently are currently under discussion with officers of the LDNPA. Our members feel the LDNPA does not appear to be protecting the Landscape according to their own policies!” Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Squire, all in favour.
ENVIRONMENT: - NEW HIGHWAYS ISSUES/ENVIRONMENT ISSUES: NEW
Agree date for Litter pick – Members agreed the date of next litter pick is 24/11/2019 at 2pm in both parishes.  Clerk has asked to join Lindale Community Facebook page to promote this and other events.
speeding on winderemere road: Cllr Clarke had requested in his absence it is brought to the parish council’s attention the issues of speeding on Lingarth/Windermere Road bend. Cllr McClure confirmed this is a safety issue and there have been accidents recently.  AGREED: - Clerk to contact Cllr Wearing to take up as Highways issue.
REPORT FROM PUBLIC MEETING- CLOSURE/SALE OF ST PAUL’S CHURCH
Cllr Maynard explained that, following the closure of the Church earlier last year, the Diocese had written to offer the building to the Parish Council, for community use, at a peppercorn rent.  The parish council have told them that we have no immediate use for it, but would explore any possible suggestions with potential community benefits.
There is significant interest form the local community regarding securing the building for a range of community uses. Funding would need to be secured and feasibility explored.  The Diocese has agreed a period of 1 year before it will consider placing the building on the open market to allow the community to develop their ideas.  
Project leaders are Mrs Christine Squire and Cllr Squire with approximately 18 volunteers at the time.  ONGOING.
See Appendix D for full report.  Cllr Squire also asked members " If we would be willing to allow any initial grant applications be made through the parish council and the funds ring fenced for use by the "church" project."  This is something we have done in the past until a community group establishes their own Constitution, Committee, Officers, members and their own bank account, once the project is established and viable.
(We did this some years ago with a Youth Group ( Lindale Legends Youth Group) prior to it being formally constituted and the playground refurbishment (Lindale Village Playground Fund Committee.)   Members did not raise any objections in principle but this will need to be on future agenda to be formally resolved together with resolution for parish council to support the community groups plans.

The Parish Council also responded to letter from church regarding the churchyard, members agreed that they would like the closed part would be the responsibility of SLDC when all the relevant procedures were complete and that the open part is the responsibility of either Grange or Field Broughton depending what stage the transfer of ownership has reached. Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr McClure, all in favour.  Cllr Maynard to reply to letter.

ENVIRONMENT- ONGOING ISSUES:
-Noxious weed, Japanese Knotweed
Infestation on the grass verge at the sewage works on Kendal Road and adjacent field.  After many months pursuing CCC and landowners CCC have now added this to their register of harmful weeds which are treated twice annually.  Treatment completed on all sites last week, so we will need to see over the next 2 to 3 weeks whether any dieback occurs.  If not then the contractor may have missed it, they will follow up.
ACTION: -Members please monitor and report progress to clerk.
-Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents to reduce speed from 50 mph to 40 mph based on evidence of accident hotspot.   Request acknowledged.  Speed monitoring has been carried out.  6.11.2019 Requested that Cllr Wearing establish status of request. ONGOING
-Parking- Lindale Hill - Further to request by owner of baker’s Rest Request has been made by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19. County Cllr Wearing has reported this will be completed within the next few months.  Regular follow ups,  this will be completed when work is done in Grange. No date agreed. ONGOING
- Removal of Briers at Gill – Bergen Arbortech has advised it’s not a complicated operation to carry out a full foliar application of an appropriate Glyphosate-based herbicide at a cost of £482.00 + VAT inclusive of chemicals. 
Landowner is not willing to contribute to the cost of having the briars professionally removed and has done his side himself.  This has now all been completed. Matter closed 
PARISH AREAS: -
Report regarding parish areas by member completing weekly inspections.

Cllr McClure asked if Clerk can investigate the ownership of the boundary walls at the village hall.
Audi Parking in Skateboard carpark – No issues this month.
SLDC Inspection report: -
Basketball back board- Clerk confirmed no board is held in storage and new board will need to be sourced and purchased.  Action: - Clerk to investigate prices/supplier
Trees adjacent to the Coppice – Trees adjacent to the Coppice – email received asking for some work/maintenance to be carried out on trees adjacent to his property on land owned by parish council
ACTION: Bergen Arbortech have now completed the work and Parish Council will be invoiced accordingly for 50% of costs, to be allocated to repairs/contingency and reserves. Matter closed
NEWTON: - Members will try to think of possible candidates to replace Cllr Hart.
HEDGE IN ORNAMENTAL GARDENS -Mr and Mrs Thompson who live behind the ornamental gardens in Newton attended the meeting.  For many years they have maintained the laurel hedge in the gardens, however he is no long able to do this and it has become overgrown. The parish council will now need to take responsibility for this.  

ACTION:- Quote received from SLS for a cut back and removal £880 and to add it to our annual maintenance schedule £150 per annum. In view of high cost of removal, members requested that a comparison quotes are obtained before the work proceeds. Graham Dobson and Martin Smith were suggested.  ONGOING.
HNOG ASH DIE-BACK Andy Hancock from Bergen Tree Services has carried out routine inspection of trees in garden and has found some trees to be suffering from Ash-dieback and they will need attention in the coming months.  He will monitor and update us about work required and cost when appropriate. ONGOING
PARISH PROJECTS: 
SLDC District Councillor Cornah Local Project grant of £1000 which he announced at AGM will be made available to this parish subject to a suitable project being agreed
Community Defibrillator for Newton project was agreed –Newton Village Hall Committee were approached to see if a community defibrillator could be located at the village hall on an outside wall.  They have been provided with details that this will be donated by the Parish Council funded partially by SLDC.  They have requested more information which has been provided.  Following this they have advised us that they do not wish to proceed and take up the parish council’s offer.  It was suggested that the Crown Inn may be a suitable alternative venue in the community.  

Change of Parish Name: 
Only Furness account still to change.  Members will be required to attend, clerk to advise when everything is in place.
DISTRICT AND COUNTY COUNCILLOR REPORTS: -
DISTRICT COUNCILLOR CORNAH: Cllr Cornah discussed project for a new community defibrillator from his SLDC Members Grant for 2019/20, as village hall committee have declined to be beneficiaries he offered to call and see the landlord to see if he is interested in pursuing.  It is noted that a decision will need to be made by next meeting of Parish Council in case we are unable to take up Cllr Cornah’s offer of his members funding for this project.

PLANNING DECISIONS
REPORT AND RATIFICATION OF PLANNING APPLICATIONS DEALT WITH UNDER CLERK’S DELEGATED POWERS SINCE LAST MEETING:-
7/2019/5579 at Briarcliffe, Smithy Hill, Lindale, Grange-Over-Sands The application has been considered by members and their comments summarised. The parish council recommendation based on the comments and recommendations received from parish councillors and representations from neighbouring properties. NOT SUPPORTED RECOMMEND REFUSAL
Members comments as follows:-
Development is unneighbourly in respect of neighbouring property. The steepness of the site has created a design which is overbearing in impact in terms of scale, massing and general dominating effect. There are windows from the bedroom directly looking into Briarcliff and into the gardens of 1 and 2 Beacon High from the living room, Permission will be required from owner of the drive to obtain access. Members also have concerns about the use of materials being appropriate.
We also have been advised there is no visible site notice in place.
7/2019/5457 at Alnat Industrial Park, Lindale Road, Grange-Over-Sands
Members of the parish council have reviewed the above application and we respond as follows.

Please note this response has been submitted under clerks delegated powers as we do not have a meeting schedules until November, when this will be ratified. 
The application has been considered by members and their comments summarised.

Members comments as follows: 
Members have raised concerns that the Existing /proposed site plan totally inaccurate and inadequate and have asked me to advise you of this. Member would like to request a dimensioned plan as we have no way to ensure the building complies with the application.

We have no objections in principle, but are unable to make reliable recommendation at this stage.
NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS RECEIVED TO BE CONSIDERED BY PARISH COUNCIL:

7/2019/5676 Greenacres Country Guest House – Approval of details reserved by condition on Planning permission 7/2019/5481 Condition 3 Amenity Space and Condition 4 fencing Change of use from guest house to Institutional Residence Class C2
Members have considered this application and have agreed to support the application with no objections subject to confirmation of the fence colour being a muted tone. We note a representation has been made that states in respect of the fencing, a new planning application is required. Please can you clarify this?
We also would like to query why no site notice was displayed for this application as this has precluded a number of local residents being aware of this submission?
Please also can you note we raise concerns that there are insufficient parking spaces for use by staff and visitors, has this been considered?
Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Squire, all in favour.

7/2019/5688 Lindale Inn, Lindale, grange over Sands – Approval of details reserved by conditions on planning permission 7/2018/5782 Condtion3 Drainage system and condition 6 external lighting- change of use from public house to car sales and offices. Members have considered this application and have agreed they are unable to support without it being considered in conjunction with the Landscaping Plan and Illuminated Signage applications.  The members of the parish council are concerned about excess lighting due to the overprovision of illuminations and the impact both on the surrounding properties, also The Parish’s Community Plan supports Dark Skies in the LNDPA.
Proposed Cllr Squire, Seconded Cllr McClure, all in favour.

7/2019/5662 erection of a social housing /open market mixed scheme consisting of 12 house(Re-submitted) application 7/2019/5503 withdrawn 7/10/19
Members note this is a resubmission of a recent application, (The Parish Council did not support this application.)
Our decision is that the application is not supported and recommend refusal. 
We have the following concerns regarding this application: -
We note that the approval of application 7/2019/5579 Construction of a new dwelling with integral garage in very close proximity to this application is NOT used as a precedent for development in open country.  The site is in open countryside and is not a windfall or infill site.  
We have concerns about access to and from the highway and visibility splays which at 60m will just go outside the 30 mph zone.
We understand the term social housing is not appropriate, we believe the NPA identifies with applications for Local Occupancy Housing, Affordable Housing or a combination of both !  The claim that there is  the need for housing as stated in the above application is disputed,  we believe there are currently over a dozen existing or extant consents for new housing in the village and even more further afield although outside the LDNPA in the adjacent parish of Grange over Sands
Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr McClure, all in favour.

APPENDIX D
Notes from Public Meeting – 16th October at Lindale Village Hall

In attendance – Councillors Maynard and Squire, Christine Squire, and approx 60 members of the public.

1.  The Future of Lindale Church

Ian explained that, following the closure of the Church earlier this year, the Diocese had written to offer the building to the Parish Council, for community use, at a peppercorn rent.  We have told them that we have no immediate use for it, but would explore any possible suggestions with potential community benefits.

Christine reported that she had attended a funding fair in Carlisle. This was organised by the CVS, and she had constructive discussions with representatives of the National Heritage Lottery Fund and the National Community Lottery Fund, amongst others.  The representative of the County Council’s Community Development Dept has put Christine in touch with their local contact, Carol Last, who has provided some useful advice as to how to proceed.   

Possible uses which have been suggested include a heritage centre, with particular link to the John Wilkinson connection, the position of his iron coffin beneath the floor having been established since the closure of the Church.  Other suggestions were an exhibition space, a music venue. and an indoor sports venue.  Most of these are not mutually exclusive.

Members of the public were invited to leave contact details if they were interested in helping to further our exploration of these or other options.  17 individuals/couples signed up to assist.

Local builders had been approached to provide estimates of the cost of repair to the flat roofed extension to the building, and for the removal of the defective rendering on the tower.  We would also need to assess the ongoing costs of power, insurance, etc.

N.B. there have been some subsequent developments including a follow up meeting about the church. Which can be reported and discussed at meeting on Wednesday.

2.  Introduction to the New Occupants of the Former Greenacres B&B .

Staff from the Underley Home in Kirby Lonsdale and their sister establishment at Grange View in Grange over Sands together with three of their current Grange residents, one of whom is scheduled to move to Lindale, attended.  

We were given an insight into the nature of autism by their staff member, who is an occupational therapist.  It was stressed that those at Greenacres would receive one to one supervision, and would not be permitted to leave the building unaccompanied.  It was emphasised that the residents in Grange had been well accepted locally, and some had been able to undertake voluntary work in the community. 
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
