Report and ratification of planning applications dealt with under Clerk’s delegated powers since last meeting – None
NEW PLANNING APPLICATIONS RECEIVED TO BE CONSIDERED BY PARISH COUNCIL: 
7/2020/5457 Hollin Foot, Cartmel Fell, Grange-Over-Sands, proposed single storey detached garage.
AGREED: - Members support and recommend approval but would suggest that condition that stonework should be in-keeping with existing properties which are very old and of historical significance in the locality.
Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Clarke, all in favour.

7/2020/5436  New dwelling at Burnbank Farm Approval of details reserved by condition 3 on planning application 7/2019/5455 (new local occupancy dwelling) - renewable AGREED:-Members support this application and recommend approval, however it is noted that reference is made to a condenser boiler and members are wondering if a further application will be submitted for siting of LPG tanks or oil tank?

Proposed Cllr Armstrong, Seconded Cllr Squire, all in favour.

7/2020/5498 Hadwins House Lindale, Proposed Audi Logo

AGREED: - Not supported and recommend refusal.  

Members do not think it is appropriate to consider further planning applications for an existing scheme that has no valid planning consent in place in view of the scale and number of breaches on this development.  Also, representations from local residents making same point.
The breaches were identified some considerable time ago and no apparent progress has been made. 

There are many issues with the development, one which is causing a lot of concern is the lighting scheme.

The parish council has received a number of strong objections from local residents, I have advised them that they also need to make representation direct to LDNPA. Members requested that copies of correspondence regarding the above is sent together with our response.

ONGOING MATTERS OUTSTANDING
Missing Cartmel Fell  road direction sign High Newton Followed up Aug 2020 W2081011643 
Verges/seedlings approach Lindale Windermere Road.
Members raised issues of self-seedlings causing hazard on verge approaching Lingarth from Grange. Particularly hazardous when passing bus.  There are also issues further along Windermere Road in Grange. Clerk to reported via CCC Hotline Aug 20  ref W2081011829 
Broken Railings at Waterfall 
Clerk reported broken gap in railings on HIMS system 9/1/2020 Ref W2080990792.Clerk followed up July 20, still taped up and not repaired, unfortunately this repair is not classed as priority and we have been advised there is no justification to upgrade it’s status. Telephone call from CCC Highways asks us to bear with them. Ongoing.
Junction of the B5271 and the A590 at Lindale- Email sent to Highways England on 19/12/19 by Cllr Response from Highways England- They have agreed that the installation of a reflective rebounding bollard with a keep left arrow would be the best solution. They are now in the process of instructing contractor to check that there is room to install this type of bollard, which will then be ordered. No timeline for the installation of the bollard at this time but update to follow as you as soon as available.
Speeding on Windermere Road- This has been reported to Country Councillor Bill Wearing who has reported to Victoria Upton and Peter Hoskins at CCC Highways to investigate options.    CCC agreed for a SLOW sign to be installed. Still outstanding/followed-up by County Cllr Wearing Aug 20. Ongoing.
Parking- Lindale Hill -HIMS W1980961916 28/3/19   Request by Cllr Wearing for no parking lines in front of Baker’s Rest driveway LA11 6LJ, as installed by new vet’s centre.  TRO now approved at Grange so this work will be carried out soon in conjunction with Grange scheme. Confirmation from County Cllr Wearing Aug 20 that this matter is still ongoing, but he remains close to the issues.
Reduction in speed limit on B5277 between the Hawthorns and Wilson House Cottage Clerk has contacted Highways with representation from PC and local residents.  Requested acknowledged and speed monitoring has been carried out.  
ACTION/AGREED: - Parish Councillors are not satisfied with this response that this is NOT an accident hot-spot, Chair will discuss with resident who lives at “accident blackspot” as he has a log of accident history and respond to CCC Highways. Currently Victoria Upton has confirmed that now with extra details the matter will be referred back to CRASH group for consideration with the police, meetings currently suspended due to COVID restrictions.  Ongoing.  Followed up August 2020 Victoria will establish if/when CRASH meeting will resume.

Complaint from local resident about grass cutting standards and frequency and bins over flowing.  AGREED: - Members agreed that clerk should contact contractors to highlight concerns and request schedule of cuts and work carried out this season.
OPENING OF PLAY AREA.SKATEBOARD PARK AND TOILETS

AGREED:- Following recent site visit attended by Cllrs Maynard, Squire, Armstrong and Winder  to complete risk assessment and arrangements for re-opening of Lindale Recreation ground and play area/skate park and agree toilets are to remain closed due to unable to make COVID secure at this time.

Risk assessment was approved.  Clerk to order signage, sanitiser and dispensers.
SLDC Inspection report: -
Basketball back board- Action: - Clerk to purchase thicker board when we are in position to reopen play area, due to storage issues.
NEWTON: - Vacancy for Parish Councillor still vacant.
Laurel Hedge Newton gardens- Work now completed to satisfaction, however clearing of hedge has revealed other maintenance issues, it is overrun with brambles, beck is chocked with weeds and more work needed cutting back overgrown bushes and trees.  Regular maintenance programme to be considered.
PARISH PROJECTS: 
Closure of Lindale Church 
Clerk checked bank statement and confirms that CCC Neighbourhood grant of £1500 has been received. 
Update from Cllr Squire
Cllr Squire reported that the group has made significant progress in recent months they now have a board of 8 people, Chairperson, Nicky Wood and have applied for Charitable status as Lindale Community Trust. They have approved grants of £1500 from CCC and £1000 from SLDC. They are working with Mike Darwell an Architect with experience in churches.  Estimate of 1st phase is £13k. The Diocese have promised to fix the roof, dry-rot and rendering also need attention. Website launch and Crowdfunding sites to go live soon.

COUNTY COUNCILLOR WEARING: - Cllr Wearing reported on a range of topic issues as follows:- Work on A590 Junction 36 upgrade starts in September – delays expected.
